MASTERSTROKES PASTEL. BY HAZEL HARRISON. REVIEWED BY JUDITH ROBINSON. 
 
Masterstrokes is a great book for 
beginners interested in learning how to 
pastel with a step by step guide. Beautiful 
reproduced works by famous artists are 
analysed in detail to reveal their secrets of 
technique, composition and colour.  
 
 Masterstrokes Pastel   shows, with 
Illustrations, the method of the great 
Masters on painting landscapes, skies, 
portrait, still life, and nudes by such artists, 
as Edgar Degas, Vincent Van Gogh, John 
Constable, J M W Turner, Claude Monet, 

Gustave Courbet, and Maurice Quentin 
De LA Tour. 
 
In each section, specially commissioned 
modern pastel artists show a step by step, 
illustrated tutorial on how to apply the 
teaching points of the old masters.   There 
is also a section with advice on different 
pastels, papers, and other equipment, 
comprehension, techniques and 
demonstrations with extra art works to 
guide you through the different ways of 
creating your desired image.
