Book Review : Cynthia Davis
LEARN TO DRAW STEP BY STEP by Bruce Robertson ARCA 1986

This book is for the beginner or hesitant artist. Even so it covers a lot of information
necessary for all artists to know, so is worth having a look through to make sure you have
not missed or forgotten something. Remember this book is only a basic look but will allow
you to decide where you next need to go to gather more information.

Bruce has divided his book into the following five sections; Equipment, Treatment, Places,
People and Animal and finishing with Result. Each section covers the relevant information
needed using drawings to illustrate each concept so that it is easy to understand.

Bruce has an Honours Degree in Drawing from the Sunderland College of Art, has lectured
at the Chelsea School of Art and has been an examiner and external lecturer at the Slade,
St Martins, the London College of Printing, and many others.

The first edition
took place in 2011 with the second
following in 2014. The 2017 survey is
based on 5,014 responses collected
between 3 November and 20
December 2017, from people aged 16
years old and over. The survey sample
was provided by the online panel
provider Consumer Link (a Colmar
Brunton company). ...

Audience Atlas is a unique way of
understanding the market for arts and
culture, measuring and exploring the
