This Life drawing DVD is reviewed by Megan Thorn - ‘JUST DRAW’ By
Dr Manny

Honestly this DVD needs no review as people are tripping over themselves to be next on the
borrowing list...word of mouth has done the job. An inspiring triple DVD with sound advice
about the importance of learning to draw in relation to being able to compose and paint
successfully. Furthermore Dr Manny relates how he discovered the key to the fast road
when he joined a ‘Life Drawing group’. ‘Just draw’ is an apt title for the direct approach Dr
Manny takes as he guides the viewer through a multitude of demonstrations, many of which
he has borrowed from the indispensable teachings of Kimono Nicolaides.
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My only reservation is in the portion of disk space containing the long poses. Life drawing is
exactly that...drawing from real life and in Dr Manny’s, words, “conferring 3 dimensionality to
a 2D surface”. So to me it is ironical to have the models posing in real time as no matter
which way you look at it drawing from a screen is from 2D to 2D. However the nude models
take on expressive poses and are set up in a studio situation with fantastic lighting and this
alone is something important to learn. It will also give the novice an idea of what to expect in
a life drawing group. It will surely inspire many to give it a go!

Dr Manny tells his story with contagious enthusiasm prescribing art as a better solution to
wellbeing than traditional medicine. | found it enjoyable and very worthwhile viewing.
