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The Details

The Submitted Work...

Must be the sole original work of the artist.
Must be for sale.

Must be complete and dry before delivery.
Must be insured by you. (We take an

‘all care — no responsibility’ approach.)

Copies of other’s work or photographs must
have written permission.

Triptychs or Diptychs can be entered as one
entry provided together they form a complete

piece and they are priced to be sold together.

Note on Naming the medium...

Enter work with mix of airbrush and traditional
as “mixed”.

Hanging your work...

Use good quality cord, not cotton twine.
Attach the cord to the frame with secure
fittings — stapled is not secure: D rings are
preferred. Screw eyes that don’t protrude past
the back of the frame are also good.

Seal any framed work.

Protect any unframed work (eg work on paper
matted or unmatted) in cellophane with a stiff
backing material.

Abit about you...

For Supreme Award entries: Write a short
profile on yourself. 100 words max in third
person please. Include this with your entry form.

1. Write your name, entry title, and medium on the
