3 Entries must be presented in a finished, dry condition, framed or otherwise finished
ready for hanging, or in a stable mount with a rigid backing, able to be supported,
unless other specific guidelines for presentation have been given.

4 All entries must have the name of the member, and the category/competition being
entered, securely attached to the back of the work. The member's name to be
covered on the front, if the work is signed.

5 Up to two entries per person per category will be accepted, unless otherwise stated
by the competition co-ordinator.

6 All competing members must be financial.

7 The Committee reserves the right to reject any entry that does not meet these
criteria.

8 All entries are to remain on display until 12.00 pm. Artists may collect their

paintings only after 12.00 pm .

From a presentation by Mary Winnard, Wednesday 18 September 2014

Artist as Warrior
Shona McFarlane C.B.E. 1929-2001 and Jacqueline Fahey O.N.Z.M. 1929 -

During our “N.Z. Artists” series it is noticeable that all of the artists reviewed were in some
way involved in activism — whether social, political or environmental. |Is there something in
an artist’'s makeup that makes them see humanity in a broader context? The two woman
artists studied this month were no exception.

SHONA MCFARLANE who was a newspaper reporter, led the charge in saving some of
Dunedin’s historic buildings and was on more committees than can be mentioned here.
She was the first female member of the Q.E.11 Arts Council and was instrumental in setting
up the “visual arts” committee which awarded grants to numbers of artists who were
painters. As a cancer survivor, she used her high profile to raise public awareness of breast
cancer which was hardly mentioned in those days (the Seventies). All this while finding time
to produce the most gorgeous paintings and stained glass windows, full of colour and light.

JACQUELINE FAHEY a different personality, was always over-
conscious of the prejudice against women in general and artists in
particular. At the time (1950s-70s) the male art world was into
abstraction and the unreal. Jacqueline bucked the trends, wanting to
paint her own experience and what she actually saw. As a busy
housewife and mother, the things around her became subjects, much to
the shock/horror of the then establishment. It was she who coined the
phrase “suburban neurosis” and supported her husband Fraser
McDonald, the well-known psychiatrist, as the world of mental health
changed around them. Always aware of the suffering of the many and
the exploitation by the few, she used her canvas as commentary of her
life and the events around her while the general public “caught up”.
Now accepted, she has New Zealand’s highest honours, and is an Art
Foundation “Icon” (one of twenty living).

Both these artists fought valiantly for the rights of women, artists, and
women-artists while not being compromised in their own work. The
Nation has honoured them and so should we. May we never lay down

our swords!!!

Paul Cézanne 1839-1906

Paul Cézanne was born in Eiz-en Provence on 19
January 1839 and it was expected that he would
assume his father's position at the family bank.
Rejecting both a career in finance and the legal
studies he pursued at university, he left the south of
France in 1861 to join his long-time friend Emile Zola
in Paris and to launch his artistic training. He failed
the entrance examination for the Ecole de Beaux -
Arts but he frequented classes at Academie Suisse
and came to know artists in the impressionist circle
such as Camille Pissarro amd Claude Monet.
Cézanne’s early paintings worked in a dark foreboding style and dominated by sexually
charged images of death and violence encountered a hostile, critical reaction. He
contributed in 1863 to the Salon de Refuses and in 1874 to the first impressionist exhibition
where he sold “House of the Hanged Man” (Paris Musee d’Orsa). Under the guidance of
Pissarro his signature style was based on a blend of intense observation and architectonic
compositional relationships that proved highly influential in the 20" century. Cezanne
divided his time between Paris and Provence but settled permanently in Aix in 1899. A
large exhibition organised by Ambroise Vollard in 1895 and a posthumous retrospective in
1907 bought belated recognition.

Paul Gaugin 1930 wrote: Ripe grapes overflow the edges of a shallow dish — on the cloth
bright green and violet — red apples are mingled. — The whites are blue and the blues are
white. A devil of a painter this Cézanne.

Portier said that seen by themselves, the Cézannes he had didn’t look like anything else,

but put near other pictures they washed the colour out of everything else. He also said that
the Cézannes did well in gold, which means that the colour scheme was pitched very high.

‘Watercolour Pour it On” — Jan Fabian Wallake

This is a book about glazing techniques for watercolour, but it would suit watery acrylics and
inks. Also the compositions are interesting and supply lots of original ideas for any medium.

Similar to other books of this genre it gives tips on materials, planning, and framing. There
are step-by-step demonstrations as well as specific tips on glazing. | particularly enjoyed the
chapter entitled ‘Thirty Exciting Techniques’, including some different ideas — using corn
flour, newsprint, sand and fabric dye. Made me itch to collect all the suggested ingredients
and start experimenting. This is such fun with watercolour.

The illustrations cover a wide variety of subjects — flowers, landscapes and portraits. They
have a common thread in a beautiful initial wash with exquisitely drawn images as the focal
point creating a bold overall design. The colours are dramatic. | was spellbound by so many
of the paintings that | had difficulty selecting a few to mention in this review. Take this book
home and do your own judging | guarantee you will be inspired.

My picks of the illustrations — ‘Window Visions’, * Waiting’, ‘Spring’s Promise’, ‘Minstrel’s Gift’
and ‘Donan Bridge’. What are your favourites?
