LIBRARY NEWSLETTER

Greetings to all club members. Spring is here so hopefully you all have a bounce | Library
in your step and a smile on your lips. Here is a wonderful selection of books that = News
are in the miscellaneous section of the Tauranga Society of Artists’ library.

D/MISC 100/1 THE DRAWINGS OF RUSSELL CLARK by MICHAEL DUNNE:

He is one of the most interesting, prolific and versatile artists that NZ has produced. He was
illustrator for the NZ Listener and the school journal. The collection includes a few examples
of finished paintings and sculptures. The list of plates is fully detailed and text fairly brief.

D/MISC 100/2 PRACTIAL PRINT MAKING:

Written by three artist print makers - a relief and screen printer, an etcher, and a
lithographer. Each contribution is a self-contained account of the author’'s working method
and the four sections together represent a complete survey of modern printmaking from the
lino-cut to the half tone screen. Every aspect of printmaking is described.

D/MISC 100/3 THE CREATIVE WAY TO PAINT by DAVID FRIEND: A bold new way to
unlock your hidden talent. Discover how to paint by creative improvisation, working with
memory from imagination, developing personal colour and by studying great paintings. Step
by step demonstrations in still life, landscapes and figure.
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D/MISC 100/4 ILLUSTRATION & DESIGN The complete guide by TERENCE DALLEY:
The ability to design and illustrate is part of the essential vocabulary of any artist. A
comprehensive, highly illustrated and up to date study. History, equipment. Materials and
techniques are covered fully in works with clear drawings and diagrams.

D/MISC 100/5 MASTER DRAWINGS AND WATERCOLOURS by HARMITAGE
TRETIAKOV:

15"-20" Century drawings by west European Masters from the State Hermitage in
Leningrad. Dutch school - Flemish school, French school - German school - Italian school.

D/MISC 100/6 A STUDY IN GENIUS BY JANE ROBERTS:

From the collecting of her Majesty, The Queen, over a 100 drawings in pen and wash. First
page is a description of the artist and opposite a drawing in pen, ink and wash. A superb
collection.

D/MISC 100/7 DRAWING BY THE HOLBEIN FAMILY, JEAN & ROBERT HOLDEN:

This is a collection of masterly drawings from the Holbein family’s workshop during the time
of the middle ages and the Renaissance. By these drawings, we are able to follow the
destiny of this historic family of artists. The young Holbein was the greatest portraitist of his
age. This book has 60 pages of very clear, marvellous, illustrated drawings in charcoal and
pencil, of people and portraits
